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CHAPTER DEGREE

FAMILY, CAREER, and COMMUNITY LEADERS of AMERICA

INTRODUCTION:

Completing a Chapter Degree is the second level of the degree program.  The focus of the Chapter Degree is to help the individual grow through involvement in family, school, and community life.  Work on the Chapter Degree may begin after the Junior Degree has been conferred.  A member begins work by choosing definite goals to work toward and planning activities to reach those goals.  A record should be kept of progress, which shows growth and will be used by the chapter adviser or degrees committee in evaluating accomplishments.

PURPOSE OF CHAPTER DEGREE:

Help the individual grow through involvement in family, school, and community life.

REQUIREMENTS FOR CHAPTER DEGREE:

1. Has completed work on Junior Degree at least one semester before this degree can be conferred.  (A member cannot earn more than one degree during the first year of FCCLA.)

2. Be a member in good standing in a certified FCCLA chapter.

3. Has completed at least one course of Family and Consumer Sciences beyond the eighth grade by the time this degree is awarded.

4. Secure chapter adviser’s and/or achievement person’s approval of the plans before beginning actual work on the degree.

5. Complete activities.

6. Prepare and submit final report on the degree to the chapter adviser and/or achievement committee by the date due.

QUALIFICATIONS FOR ACHIEVING THE CHAPTER DEGREE:

The candidate will choose at least one personal goal and plan activities and projects for reaching these goals from at least four out of five of these categories.  There shall be a minimum of seven different activities carried out to receive this degree.
