Each year Sullivan University's National Center for Hospitality Studies (NCHS) examines the various high school Hospitality and Culinary programs across the country. WCHS Culinary Arts program has been named a Program of Distinction for 2015. A select number of secondary programs are named to this list. Schools do not apply for this award. Chef instructors and university staff determine which schools to name to this honor each year. 
By being named a Program of Distinction, the NCSH has invited the WCHS Culinary Arts program to seek further honor. WCHS has been asked to apply to be selected as one of the 2016 Elite 50 Hospitality Schools. Only schools that have already received the Program of Distinction designation are eligible. From this group, fifty programs are selected for the commendation. As part of the application, schools must submit original recipes with photos of prepared dishes, student, essays, details regarding instructor certifications, accolades your program has received, plus details regarding the program.
